FlipsTips Instructions How To Set Your Wireless Connection Up.

If you are having difficulty with the Linksys, Belkin, NetGear or D-Link CD, here are my instructions to set up your connection manually.

If you have all of the cables in the router correctly, you are on the Internet, but your Router isn't secure.  If you want to leave it where it is, go ahead. But I recommend you secure your wireless connection because hackers will use the open connection.  Follow my steps to secure it.

1. Open up your INTERNET EXPLORER.

2. Go to the address bar and type, (192.168.1.1).

       For Belkin Routers, the default is IP (192.168.2.1) Weird
3. It'll display a dialog box; type in the Router default user name and password.  If you don’t know, take out the manual of the Router and find the user name and password.
4. Now you are in the administration page.

5. Go to the wireless tab, and you'll see a name called, "SSD".  Rename it to anything, for an example FlipsTips or whatever you prefer.  Click save settings or Apply. wait 15 seconds

6. Then go to the wireless security and click the link.

7. Now, you can pick any security settings from the menu.
8. Type anything, but I recommend you put a least two numbers within your Key password!  Please write it down and keep it in a safe place!  Click Save changes or Apply.

9. It'll take 25 seconds.  It'll not return back to the page.  On the bottom of your taskbar, bottom right corner, there is an icon for the network and settings.

10. The name of the network will appear.  Click on the network and connect.  Windows will ask for a password.  Type your password.

You should be online again.
